Vice President Baird called the meeting to order at 8:03 p.m. with four members present.

Adoption of Agenda:  Mr. Schemper moved and Mr. Woodside seconded a motion to adopt the agenda as presented.   Motion carried 4-0.
Approval of Minutes:  Mr. Woodside moved and Mr. Schemper seconded a motion to approve the minutes of the August 11, 2008 board meeting.  Motion carried 4-0.

Blaine Marble joined the meeting at 8:07 p.m.

Approval of Bills:  Mr. Woodside moved and Mr. Rogers seconded a motion to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried 5-0.
Mr. Hays entered the meeting at 8:09 p.m. and took over duties presiding over the meeting.
Hearing of Visitors:  Visitors Amy McKinney, Chaim McMillin and Dusty Eagleburger were welcomed.  
Amy McKinney reported that she is working at teaching her students financial literacy.  They are learning about banking accounts and credit cards.  She is helping them to understand important decisions they will make in life.
Supplemental Position:  At 8:15 p.m. Mr. Marble moved and Mr. Baird seconded a motion that the board go into executive session for the purpose of discussing personnel matters for non-elected personnel; and that the board return to open meeting in ten minutes in the same location.  Motion carried 6-0.  Mr. Griffith and Mrs. Robertson remained in the room for this executive session.  The executive session is required to protect the privacy interests of an identifiable individual.  Mr. Brands arrived and joined the executive session at 8:20 p.m.  At 8:25 p.m. Mr. Woodside moved and Mr. Marble seconded a motion to return to open meeting.  Mr. Woodside moved and Mr. Baird seconded a motion to hire Tammy Vincent as Jr. High Girls Basketball Assistant Coach.  Motion carried 7-0.  Mr. Marble moved and Mr. Baird seconded a motion to increase accompanist wage to ten dollars per hour.  Motion carried 7-0.
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Teacher’s Aide:  Mr. Baird moved and Mr. Marble seconded a motion to hire Jessica Largent as a teacher’s aide for the third grade classroom at $7.50 per hour plus fringe benefit.  Motion carried 7-0.
Bus Accident Update:    Mr. Griffith reported that he does not yet know what all the damages are to the bus and whether or not it will be repaired.  He responded to questions board members had regarding seatbelts on buses.  Mrs. Robertson said that Long Island and Phillipsburg EMS personnel came to the school on the Thursday following the accident to talk with the students.  
KASB Fall Conference:  Mr. Griffith will be attending the Regional Conference in Wakeeney on Tuesday, October 14th and asked board members to let him know if they would also like to attend.  The KASB Annual Meeting is scheduled for December 5, 2008.
Amy McKinney departed at 8:35 p.m.
Student Issue:  At 8:35 p.m. Mr. Marble moved and Mr. Baird seconded a motion that the board go into executive session for the purpose of discussing matters relating to actions adversely or favorably affecting a person as a student, patient or resident of a public institution, except that any such person shall have the right to a public hearing if requested by that person.  Motion carried 7-0.  Mr. Griffith and Mrs. Robertson remained in the room for this executive session.  This executive session is required due to matters relating to actions adversely or favorably affecting a person as a student, patient or resident of a public institution, except that any such person shall have the right to a public hearing if requested by that person.  At 8:42 p.m. Mr. Schemper moved and Mr. Rogers seconded a motion to return to open meeting.  Motion carried 7-0.
Roof Replacement:  Mr. Woodside moved and Mr. Baird seconded a motion to approve the bid from Murray Roofing for $30,192.  Motion carried 7-0.  Mr. Griffith said this roof will have a fifteen year guarantee.  Payment will be made from the Contingency Fund and that amount will be replenished into that fund.
Long Island Balcony:  Mr. Griffith reviewed the engineer’s report and recommended getting estimates to get the balcony upgraded to current code.  He also will look into options to make the railing safer for small children.
Administrative Reports:  Mr. Griffith and Mrs. Robertson commended staff, students, volunteers and the communities for their response at the time of the bus accident.
Mr. Griffith said he had a request to use the cafeteria on November 23rd to hold a benefit for Julie Hilburn.  The consensus was that this would be acceptable.

Mrs. Robertson reported on new students, upcoming events and a conference she and several of the teachers had attended.   A chili supper with homemade cinnamon rolls is being planned for November 3, before the high school music concert as a benefit for Brad Scott and his family.
Reports of Board Members:  The board extends their sympathy to the families of Elliott Conard and Amanda Turman.  They would like to thank Monica Wilson for making the videos for the funerals and the custodial staff for preparations for the service on Saturday.
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Adjournment:  At 9:05 p.m. Mr. Marble moved and Mr. Baird seconded a motion to adjourn.  Motion carried 7-0.
