2. Three letters of recommendation one must be from a former coach.

3. Certified high school transcript and current picture (to be used for publicity purposes only) must accompany
application.

5. A written essay of not less than 250 words, nor more than 500 words, on “Why I Want To go To College”
must accompany the application.

6. Compete all questions on the application.
